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HOW TO REACH EFN BRUSSELS OFFICE?

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Brussels residents 
 
If you are in Brussels, you can take the metro (see metro map below). The nearest metro station 
is ‘Trône’. Then, take the bus at ‘Trône’ - they all stop at Place du Luxembourg or in front of 
‘Gare du Luxembourg’, at 2 minutes walk from the EFN Brussels Office. 
 
Follow “Rue de Trèves” and “Rue d’Idalie” (always straight away) until n° 8. There, you can cross 
the barrier nearby and get into the ‘Clos du Parnasse’. The office is straight away in front of the 
barrier! 
 
If you come by “Rue du Trône”, you can get into the ‘Clos du Parnasse’ by the barriers near the 
n° 60.  
 
 
Arriving in Brussels by Plane 
 

 By taxi:  

If you are arriving in Zaventem, you can take a taxi to the hotel. Taxis are available outside 
the Arrivals Hall. The fare between the airport and the centre of Brussels is approximately 
35€. 
 
Note: Licensed taxis can be identified by the yellow and blue licence emblem.  
 
Please note that the taxi cannot enter in the Clos du Parnasse, as the barriers are most of the 
time closed for security reasons. Therefore, you can get off in Rue d’Idalie, 8. To reach the 
office cross the barrier nearby.  

 
 By train: 

By train, Brussels Airport is less than twenty minutes from the city centre. From 06.00 till 
nearly midnight, the Airport City Express links the airport with Brussels – Gare du Midi, Gare 
Centrale and Gare du Nord - four times an hour. A one-way ticket costs 2.90 € second class 
and 4.40 € first class.  
 
From Gare du Midi: Take the metro* (line 2) direction ‘SIMONIS’ and get off at ‘Trône’ (5 
stops) (see metro map below). Then, take the bus at ‘Trône’ - they all stop at Place du 
Luxembourg or in front of ‘Gare du Luxembourg’, at 2 minutes walk from the EFN Brussels 
Office**.  
 
From Gare Centrale: You can take bus 38 direction ‘HOMBORCH’ and get off at Place du 
Luxembourg (6 stops), or the metro line 1a, direction ‘HERRMANN-DEBROUX’ or ‘Stockel’ 
(see metro map below). Then, get off at ‘Art-Loi’ (2 stops) and take line 2, direction 
‘Delacroix’. Get off at ‘Trone’ (1 stop). Then, take the bus at ‘Trône’ - they all stop at Place du 
Luxembourg or in front of ‘Gare du Luxembourg’, at 2 minutes walk from the EFN Brussels 
Office**.  
 
From Gare du Nord: Take the train destination ‘LOUVAIN LA NEUVE UNIV.’, ‘Liers’ or 
‘Luxembourg’. Get off at at ‘Gare du Luxembourg’ (2 stops – +/- 10 minutes trip), at 2 
minutes walk from the EFN Brussels Office**. 
 
*Price for 1 journey: 

 Metro & Bus - purchased outside vehicle: 1,70 €  
 Bus - purchased inside vehicle: 2,00€ 

Note that you can use the same ticket for the metro and the bus (STIB) for 1 hour.   
 
** Follow “Rue de Trèves” and “Rue d’Idalie” (always straight away) until n° 8. There, you 
can cross the barrier nearby and get into ‘Clos du Parnasse’. The office is straight away in 
front of the barrier! 
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The train station of the airport is located in the basement (level -1) of the terminal building 
itself.  
 
Timetable information for the Airport City Express is available on the Belgian Railways 
(SNCB/NMBS) website; enter Zaventem Airport as the departure or destination station. 

 
 By bus 

To reach the Place du Luxembourg you can take the airport city bus N° 12 – “Airport Line”*. 
It terminates at place du Luxembourg. The bus journey takes about 30 minutes. The number 
of stops on this ‘Airport Line’ is limited to five: NATO - Genève - Diamant and the European 
Quarter (bus stops Schuman and Luxembourg). This line operates on work days between 
7.00 a.m. and 8.00 p.m., three times per hour. Outside these hours, Schuman is the 
terminus.  
 
* Please note that the Bus N°12 carries N° 21 during the Weekend. 
 
Price for 1 journey: 

 purchased outside vehicle: 3.00€  
 purchased inside vehicle: 4.00€

Arriving in Brussels by Train 
 
If you come by train from or via Luxembourg, get off at ‘Gare du Luxembourg’. It is 2 minutes 
walk from the EFN Brussels Office. 
 
Turn left and follow “Rue de Trèves” and “Rue d’Idalie” (always straight away) until n° 8. There, 
you can cross the barrier nearby and get into ‘Clos du Parnasse’. The office is straight away in 
front of the barrier! 
 
If you come from any other direction, try to get off at ‘Gare du Nord’ or ‘Gare du Midi’ (see above 
how to reach the EFN Brussels Office).
